Reintegration Plan

All Australia Awards applicants must complete a Reintegration Plan that outlines how the skills and knowledge gained in Australia will assist you to contribute to development in Timor-Leste. Reintegration planning gives Australia Awards scholars the opportunity to describe how their studies in Australia could potentially benefit their sector of employment, organisation or community. 
Your Reintegration Plan records how you plan to contribute to the development of Timor-Leste when you return from your studies. It gives you the opportunity to consider networks and connections which could be made during your time in Australia to enable you to achieve your professional and personal objectives.
Your Reintegration Plan will be assessed as part of the selection process, with particular attention to how well your proposed study links to your long-term professional objectives, and how this will address a development need/priority in Timor-Leste. A realistic and achievable Reintegration Plan will improve the likelihood of you being awarded an Australia Award Scholarship. 
If your application is successful, you can update your Reintegration Plan before leaving for Australia, during your studies in Australia, and before your return to Timor-Leste. 

Guidance on completing the Reintegration Plan 
We recommend that you take time to think about and develop the plan, with reference to Timor-Leste’s Strategic Development Plan 2011-2030 along with related sector-specific plans (e.g. education, health, agriculture, etc). In addition, please consider any organisational strategies, goals or programs that are relevant to your employment or the employment you are targeting to join following study in Australia. 
You should be ready to discuss your Reintegration Plan if you are called for an interview. Your plan should be compatible with the development vision for Timor-Leste. You are encouraged to prepare a plan which demonstrates good alignment between your personal career goals, study program, interests and experience.
